Attached is a generic media release which you can adapt and use to promote your Bring a 

Senior to Playgroup Week celebration. 

 

Some tips:  

• Copy the text from the generic media release to a clean document. Adapt it to your 

playgroup and event by inserting your details and including some localised quotes 

from your key spokesperson. Proof-read it and save it. 

• Distribute the finalised media release to your local community newspaper editor via 

email. 

• Make sure that your playgroup spokesperson is available to talk to the media in the 

lead-up to and on the day of your celebration. 

• Plan to include activities that will generate good photos for the newspaper coverage.
